• Scholarship or Bursary criteria requested for particular awards in which you are applying.

2.  Internal Numbers 1-47:  ONLY     1 application letter   is required for numbers 1-47.  Include on the top right corner of 
your application letter all the numbers you are applying for.  [Example:  If you are applying for #1, 5, 14, 25 you would put 
the numbers at the top right corner of one (1) application letter and submit another one (1) application letter for the Massey  
Office.  You must address the criteria for each scholarship or bursary in your letter or you will not be eligible for that scholarship  
or bursary.

When applying for multiple scholarships and bursaries, Internal 1- 47, please be sure to address the criteria for all 
the scholarships and bursaries applied for in your one application.  If your application does not address the criteria 
for the particular scholarship or bursary you will not be considered for that scholarship or bursary.

3.  External Number 48-103:  You must provide 1 (one) application letter for EACH scholarship or bursary you are applying 
for.
